	[image: ]Step 1: (Change Main Burner Orifices) Remove all cooking grates and burner covers above.
	Step 2: Unscrew the secure nut on the burner end. Lift burner end up and remove. 

	[image: ]Step 3: Locate the valve with orifice in the hole on front basin. Use a 6mm box wrench to loosen LP orifice gently.
	Step 4: Install NG orifices (Φ1.93mm) and gently tighten. DO NOT over tighten. 

	Step 5: Put main burner back and tighten the nut on the back. Make sure the orifice sits into the burner opening.

	[image: ]Step 6: (Change Rear Burner Orifice) 
Remove the rear burner window on the back.

	[image: ]Step 10: Install NG regulator with hose on and connect hose to bayonet point.

	Step 11: (Fire Test/Low Flame Setting) Refer to User Manual fire test and low flame setting procedures.
